Universe Description

This Universe contains information about Fixed Assets in the Banner.  For each asset, users have access to asset detail, asset attributes, funding sources, depreciation by year and associated personnel.   This universe is useful for listing Fixed Asset details by Responsible Chart and Organization, Otags & Ptags, as well as primary and component relationships.

Universe Tips & Tricks

· Otags that represent records converted from UFAS-PAS begin with the letter "O" followed by eight numbers. 

· Otags that represent records created through Banner transactions begin with the letter "T" followed by eight numbers

· Ptags that represent records converted from UFAS-PAS begin with the letter “L” or “S” followed by eight numbers. 

· Ptags that represent records created through Banner transactions begin with the letter “P" followed by eight numbers

· When business reasons exist to associate two assets, Ptags are related through a Primary tag and Component tag relationship.  The Primary tags’ PTag number will appear as the Primary tag on the Component Asset.  For example:
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Data Quality Advisories
· The Banner source system (table FTVCOMM) contains pairs of commodity codes (listed below) with and without a leading space.  The descriptions of the two codes in the pair do not have similar descriptions, and each of the codes in the pair have been used with posted activity.  OBFS Property Accounting has informed DS that this data will not be altered in the Banner source system.  Use caution when reporting on activities for the codes listed below to ensure that you are including activity for both values if appropriate, or for the specific code you require (with or without a leading space).

· The main Fixed Assets table (T_FA) contains approximately 460 records with a Status Code of ‘C’.  The ‘C’ Status Code does not contain a related description in the Banner table FTVSDAT (used by the EDW to populate code descriptions), because the ‘C’ value is the result of a University Banner modification.  A ‘C’ value can be considered the business equivalent of the D = Disposed code.  OBFS Property Accounting can "inactivate" capitalized Otags by processing Dtag JVs against them.  Instead of "disposing" and assigning a disposal code, Banner "cancels" that Otag and assigns a status of ‘C’.    

· The Banner source system contains 152 duplicate rows for a given combination of keys.  These duplicate rows were created incorrectly by the surplus warehouse feeder process, and are contained the Data Warehouse table T_FA.  As an example of how these erroneous duplicate records were created, consider the case of an item received in the warehouse on 3/2/05. The first record correctly shows the asset being transferred from unit xxx000 to the warehouse 115000. Then on 3/5/05, the asset was transferred from the warehouse to the new org yyy000. In the second record, however, the "from" org still shows the original unit xxx000 rather than the warehouse 115003. Although this record is technically incorrect, it actually shows the net of the transaction, since the warehouse is just a "middleperson". In cases where a user is reporting on assets transferred through the surplus warehouse, OBFS Property Accounting advises selecting the records with the most recent activity date in order to retrieve the ‘business’ correct record.  
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
