EDW – STU – Codebook
Who should use this Universe?

· Institutional Researchers and data analysts in colleges and departments who need to write reports that need the full titles of entities that are managed through the Codebook such as college, department, and program names for internal and external reporting for UI.
· Academic Colleges and Departments who are interested in finding lists of their departments, programs, majors, concentration, etc.
What types of questions can I answer in this universe?

· What are the active programs in my department?

· What are the terminated departments within my college?

· During Spring 2010 what programs, majors and concentrations were Active?

· Does my college have any ‘pending’ programs?
Universe Description

Codebook is the official source for titles, names and codes required on many federal, state, and other external University reports. This universe provides users with an easier way to pull lists of active, terminated and pending codes for the campus, college, department, programs, majors, and concentrations.  This also includes CIP and other Curriculum information.

The purpose of the EDW Codebook is to support the University’s objective of using consistent and approved names / hierarchical order for campuses, administration, colleges, departments, programs and degrees to eliminate errors in reporting
Data included in this Universe

· This universe includes Codebook data that can and cannot be used together.

· Program Organization, Program, Joint Program, Major and Major Concentration, Degree and Concentration are the 6 areas that can combine information to create lists of codes.
· Organization, Minor, Program Degree Title, Subject, Curriculum, and CIP are 6 areas that CANNOT be combined because the data in the source is “siloed” and not combinable.
Report Creation Tips:

· This data collection will be loaded DAILY.

· The format of date fields:  MM/DD/YYYY 

· Occasionally Date and Legacy fields may appear “blank” or NULL which occurs in the Codebook Source.  If the Legacy and Non-Legacy Codes are “blank” or NULL this is NOT correct and should be reported immediately.

· The Codebook Universe has logic built in to ONLY return where rows have a Current Information Indicator = Y.

· Program Organization, Program, Joint Program, Major, Degree and Concentration are the 6 Classes that can be used in combination.

· Organization, Minor, Program Degree Title, Subject, Curriculum, and CIP are Classes that CANNOT be used in combination with each other or any other classes.  These are STAND-ALONE.

· Current Status is DS derived which allows users to pull PENDING, ACTIVE or TERMINATED Codes. 

· Pre-Defined Conditions for Active Status have been created for ease of reporting.  See Page 32 for details.

· Approved Status is sourced from Codebook which indicates if a code has been APPROVED or DENIED. 
· Pre-defined Conditions have been created for ease of reporting on ACTIVE and TERMINATED Codes

· The areas with these statuses are Program, Major, Minor, Concentrations, Campus, College, Department, School, Curriculum, Subject, Degree, and CIP.

· Comments (except Minor Comments) are available NOT available in the Universe but available via ODBC.

· Audit Doc is not available in the Universe but available via ODBC.

· Use of Term:  For the 6 classes that can be combined, Term Code can be used from the Program folder to reduce the query results to only those codes available by term. 

Additional Codebook data details:
· Four data views in Codebook

· T_PGM - V_PGM has the term code “exploded” to allow for counts by term.

· T_MAJOR - V_UIS_PGM_MAJOR has “special” business rules created for this view which are specific to UIS Codebook reporting.

· T_CONC_PGM_MAJOR – V_CONC_PGM_MAJOR_DEPT includes Campus Code/Name, Program Code/Name, Major Code/Titles, Concentration Code/Titles, Department Code/Titles

· This view will only display those Programs with a Department Code assigned.  Thus departments without programs (i.e. Departments in Chart 9 and 7) will not appear in this view.  This view will be similar to the departments listed in the STVDEPT table in Banner

· T_CIP, T_MAJOR – V_MAJOR_CIP combines Major information by the CIP code

· Majors can have ‘blank’ CIP codes.

· Majors are rarely terminated therefore old Majors may not have a current CIP code (i.e. Zoology is an active Major with no CIP since UI does not offer this Major any longer)

· Use of T_PGM_RULE_CONC

· Stores rule-based concentrations that can “float” across majors (i.e. Women’s Studies)

· Use of T_CONC_PGM_MAJOR (V_CONC_PGM_MAJOR_DEPT)

· Stores only those majors associated with specific programs. 
· Use of Code vs. Id:  Always use “Code” via ODBC when combining tables outside an area.

· Always use “Id” via ODBC when combining tables within an area.

· EXCEPTION:  Dept_Id is NOT available in other tables therefore you can only connect Department information to tables that have DEPT_CD (i.e. V_PGM)

· Use of Campus Code

· ONLY available in the following areas:  Subject, Administrative Roll-Up, Program, Curriculum, Campus, College, Department, Sub-College.  These areas can be restricted by Campus.

· NOT available in the following areas:  Program Degree Title, Degree, CIP, Major, Minor, Concentration, or Joint Program.  These areas cannot be restricted by Campus therefore any reports/queries will return all available codes.

· T_DEPT

· Department cannot be join on Id because Dept_Id does not exist in any other tables so the Dept_Cd must be used.  This causes a limitation in the data once Dept_Cd is joined to other tables because those tables MUST have Dept_Cd and when Dept_Cd is joined only those rows where a Dept_Cd exist will return in the queries.

· V_CONC_PGM_MAJOR_DEPT

· This view will only display those Programs with a Department Code assigned.  Thus departments without programs (i.e. Departments in Chart 9 and 7) will not appear in this view.  This view will be similar to the departments listed in the STVDEPT table in Banner.

· “Alpha-Numeric” Codes

· These  new codes provided by the Campus to P&B to begin the approval process and once the code has received official approvals the alpha-numeric code is changed to be numeric.

· These codes should appear with a status = PENDING.  If not please notify P&B immediately.

· ACTIVE rows and Current Information Indicator (CII)

· In any table where CII and Current Status columns are available (i.e. Program, Program Degree Title, Major, Department) more than one active rows may appear but only one row should have CII = Y.  If more than one row has the CII = Y for the exact data please notify P&B immediately.

· For example, 20FN1154DDS currently has 2 active rows but only 1 has a CCI = Y.  The CCI=Y column is the row that is current/active until August 2011 when it expires.  In August when this row expires the CII will change to N and the new current/active row will have the CII = Y.

· For example, 21FS0148MFA currently has 1 active row with a  CII = N because the new title is not “active” until August 2011.
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
