Who should use this Universe?

· Deans and Department Heads; Assistant/Associate Deans and Heads at the college and department level
· Course, Timetable, Program Coordinators at the college and department level
· Executive, Functional Offices (i.e. Institutional Research, Planning & Budgeting, Office of the Registrar, FMS). 
What types of questions can I answer in this universe?

· What Sections are close to maximum capacity? Does an additional section need to be added?

· What Sections have ‘x’ percent of available seats?

· What Sections have 0 (zero) enrollments? What sections have less than 50% enrollment?

· What sections meet general education requirements (i.e. Section/Course Attributes?)

· What section meeting times or building/room assignments have the highest/lowest enrollments?

· What sections are meeting at ‘odd’ times (i.e. start at 1:30)?

· What are the total headcount enrollments by course/section for LAS-Math?

Universe Description

The Section Capacity Data Mart is meant to provide a campus approved delivery method for users to view the section enrollment headcounts during high processing periods (i.e. Advanced Registration; Fall to Fall comparisons) and building/room usage.

The benefits of this product are to allow users to save time, reduce the amount of work and manual intervention when managing their Schedule Timetable.
Data included in this Universe

· This universe includes Section and Course information from Banner including but not limited to CRN, Section Number, Course Subject, Course Number, Enrollment Counts, Attribute and Restriction Indicators.
Report Creation Tips:

· The grain for this data collection is one row per section and term which means if a Course has multiple sections then one row per section offered in a term will appear.

· This data collection will be loaded DAILY and contain 5 ‘like’ terms of data.  Therefore only 5 years of data will be available which includes the present term and 4 previous years.
· The security for this data collection is at the CAMPUS level.
· This data collection contains NO student/instructor specific details (i.e. Name, UIN, Curricula, Bio/Demographic) therefore no analysis of “who” is taking my sections or “who” is teaching my sections can be performed with this product.

· Controlling vs. Non-Controlling Courses:  Two college/department codes are provided in t_crs_dimension.  The “controlling” college/department is the one responsible for each course even if it seems different from the college/department implied by the subject.  Cross-listed courses (from different subjects) will have the same controlling college/department.  The controlling college/department is simply the one entered in Banner for each course.  Since the controlling college/department can be different from the college/department implied by the 
subject, there is a need to provide the latter college/department as well.  This is the “subject” college/department in t_crs_dimension.  This data is not stored anywhere in Banner, and so the t_subj table from codebook is used as the source for this information.

· Cross-Listed Sections:  Cross Listed Sections will use the Cross Listed Enrollment Numbers to reflect the ‘true’ headcount for enrollment.  These sections will not be handled any differently in this data collection.

· Linked Sections:  Double counting enrollments may occur with Linked Sections. For example, a lecture is the gradable section with 500 seats.  The linked sections for a 5 discussion sections has 100 seats per section.  If you added these 6 sections up the headcount may appear as 1000 which is incorrect because 500 is the maximum enrollment for this course.

· Reserved Seats:  UIC nor UIS use the Reserved Seat functionality.  UIUC does use the Reserved Seat functionality so a Reserved Seat Indicator was created (Y/N/M) to indicate if a section has one or more Reserved Seats.  For more detail reference Banner.

· Schedule Type:  All three campuses approved the inclusion of ALL sections regardless of their Schedule Type (i.e. IND, CNF, LAB)

· Canceled, Temporary, Inactive Courses and Sections:  UIC and UIS approved the inclusion of all courses and sections regardless of their status.  UIUC approved the removal of any Course Subject Code = MSP and because a small percentage of UIUC temporary courses were gradable with students registered this product includes those sections as well.
· Section Restrictions: All three campuses approved the creation of a Section Restriction Indicator (Y/N).  This indicates if a section has one or more section restrictions = Y.  For more detail reference Banner.

· Multiple Meeting Times and Building/Room Assignments:  UIUC frequently a section may be assigned more than one meeting day, time, and location so for easier reporting when a section has more than one meeting information the code will appear as Mult-Mult; Multiple, Multi.  UIC nor UIS typically have multiple meeting information assigned to a section.

· Course and Section Attributes:  All three campuses approved the creation of two indicators to identify if a section has one or more course attributes as well as one or more section attributes. For more detail reference Banner.

· Instructor Information:  All three campuses approved the exclusion of Instructor Name from this data collection.  All three campuses approved the creation of Instructor Count to indicate how many instructors were assigned to a section. For more detail reference Banner.

Additional Section Capacity data details:
· Several derived/calculated data fields have been created for ease of reporting:
· Section Fill Rate:  Provides a percentage (%) of how full a section is based on the Section Enrollment divided by the Section Maximum Enrollment
· Section Room Fill Rate:  Provides a percentage (%) of how full a room is based on the Room Maximum Capacity divided by the Section Enrollment.
· Section Meeting Count:  Provides the number of separate meetings per section and term.
· Section Attribute Indicator:  Indicates if a Section has one or more Attribute assigned.
· Section Restriction Indicator:  Indicates if a Section has one or more Restrictions assigned.
· Instructor Count:  Provides a count of the number of instructors assigned per section and term.
· Section Closed Indicator:  Indicates if a Section has reached its maximum capacity therefore considered “closed”.  However this does not mean the section is closed for registration or wait-listing. 
· Course Attribute Indicator: Indicates if a Course has one or more Attribute assigned. 
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
