EDW – STU Web Applications

Who should use this universe?

· Functional Offices interested in reviewing submitted and un-submitted student web applications. 
· Any College users who receive and/or use the applicant/application information to improve their applicant/application productivity and processes to achieve their business goals.

What types of business questions can I answer using this universe?
· What does “raw” web application data look like?
Universe Description
Web Applications offers the “raw” untransformed data from the on-line web application.  This includes all submitted and un-submitted on-line web applications.

Please Note:  Web Applications contains NO registration or academic history information.
Data Included in the Web Application Universe
· All data stored by the on-line web application, such as, an applicant’s name, their birthday, race/ethnicity, gender, citizenship, their contact information (i.e. address, telephone, email), parents and/or relative information, intended curriculum of study, self reported High School, self reported Prior College and Degrees, self reported Test scores and the Application Question/Answers.

· This includes all submitted and un-submitted web applications.

Report Creation Tips

· The data sourced in this universe is only updated on Sunday evenings.

· You must always specify a Term in your reports.  Without specifying this data, you will receive erroneous or duplicate data that you may not need.
· When reporting lists of applicants, always include the Applicant AIDM as a result object in your reports.  This will help distinguish between applicants and applications.
Data Quality Advisories

· Data in Web Applications is SELF-REPORTED by the applicant, therefore it should NOT be used for official UI reporting purposes.
· Data in Web Applications contains both Submitted and Un-Submitted application information, therefore when reporting you may receive only partial results.

· Although applicants are to only submit one application per term they may have started and/or saved several iterations of the same application or multiple applications.
· Due to the nature of this data (partial, self reported) limit conditions in the report so you will receive data results.  Once you understand what you are seeing in the reports, you can then add additional conditions to limit the data you are receiving. 
· Due to Banner source data and no EDW transformations data from High School, Prior College and Prior Degree may appear with “mis-matched” campus administrative codes (i.e. X1GCUM, X2GCUM, X4GCUM).  For example an applicant on the same application and term may have 2 prior colleges which may have a Prior College code = 002484 Penn Valley Community College and a Prior College code = X1CUM Administrative Record UIUC but the Term is 220088 for Chicago. 

· Data is being loaded into the EDW once a week on Sunday’s.

· Load and storage of the this data in the EDW:

· All data Add/Update (except Essays and Curricula) which means if an application is DELETED from Banner then the EDW will retain that data but the row will be marked with a “D” for Delete.

· Application Curricula is kept with History Tracking so you can see that a student applied for UIC – Engineering but then changed to UIC – LAS.

· Essay Responses is Truncate/Reload due to the size of the data.  This means that if the Essays are purged out of Banner’s tables then with the next EDW load the Essays will also be purged.  No history tracking or add/update functionality is available for this data.
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
